Leonard C,Davis,advertising manager at Colt's congratulated the

Leazue upon an amazing first year.
From March 28,1939 until August 31,1941,records of the league

functions have been lost.
The Metropolitan Revolver League of Hartford held a meeting on

August 31,1941

Ed Prouty of the Windsor Revolver Club,one of the most active
Promoters of the Leasgue,was elected President of the leasgue.

At this organizational meeting,it was votedto establish a new
board of governors,composed of one member of each club to be added
to the elective officers.

It was decided to use the NRA type tarséts this season,and that
NRA rules will be in effect with the exception of the League timing
and unlimited entries in matches. It was decided not to become a
NRA team league due to the reasons we wouldn't be able to start our
matches until December and most of the clubs,being newly organized
didn't want to have its members be just NRA members.
