Did you ever wonder about the Met League Classification System?  It can be 
confusing to new shooters since the classification ranges differ from the standard 
NRA classification system.  The following table summarizes the NRA recognized 
classifications and their Met League counterparts.   
 
The way we use the classifications also differs somewhat from the way classified 
shooters compete.  In the Met League, each shooter is assigned a classification 
at the end of the season, and competes for awards with shooters placed in that 
class with him or her.  In NRA registered matches, shooters are effectively 
classified prior to the matches they shoot in, so a classified Expert shooter, for 
example, may shoot a score in the Master range, but is still ranked with the 
Experts for award purposes.
